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Summary

Remote Advisory Board
A decision was taken early in the project to develop an Advisory Board that would best suit the needs of the PEPESEC project consortium and involve low-demands on its membership.
The chosen model was a remote advisory group, to offer advice, guidance and contacts as required.

Formation

Members were recruited from contacts made at the joint SEC-STEER Workshop in Brussels in 2008 (Hans Jacob Mydske), Amaroussion Study Visit (Evi Tzanakaki), support received during consortium formation (Dominica Babicki), and though ongoing work links at Manchester: Knowledge Capital (Keith Boxer).

Support Received

During 2008-2010 members of the advisory group shared their knowledge and experience with PEPESEC partners at events (SEC-STEER Workshop in Brussels, Katowice Regional Conference and  Amaroussion Study Visit), as well as by email and telephone.

This primarily concerned support regarding the process of energy planning, which was new to many of the PEPESEC partners.
In addition a wealth of comments, advice and views were shared with respect to the development of the project deliverables. Most notably significant feedback was received on the content, terminology and layout of the Deliverable 4.2 – Energy Planning Best Practice Guide. Through this advice the document was improved and made more relevant to those new to the process of energy planning.
